
Hanson's Hill is one of the first small peaks of the foothills, sitting just off the Highway on its
winding way up to the Barrier Pass.  It is named after one of the first prospectors in this land who
discovered valuable minerals in the hills.  This triggered a gold rush of sorts that saw the founding
of Gordin's Delve and the restoration of the great Stone Lords foundries and mines there.  Some
adventurous(or desperate) prospectors still go to Hanson's Hill and the surrounding slopes in hopes
of finding more of his legendary discovery but none have had the same luck as he.

During the ordeal with Bodgen's Bandits where they were threatening Stonetop to extort valuables
and supplies(Sessions 10 through 15 in Garett's Session Notes), Hanson's Hill was designated as
the drop point for the supplies, in a large hollow stump at the top of the hill.  
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
